Due to the expiration of the FFCRA law on December 31, 2020, programming modifications will
be implemented to remove all FFCRA related changes from the eRMS application. Effective
December 31, the code to document FFCRA leave requests entered into eRMS will be removed
and employees will be required to select another type of leave for absences occurring after
December 31, 2020.
