NAPS headquarters has received an update on the wildfires currently affecting the WestPac Area. Attached is a 

current list of impacted Postal facilities. We continue to pray for the people being impacted by the wildfires.  

 

WestPac Area ~ Wildfire Summary:  

National Preparedness is currently monitoring active wildfires across Three (3) Districts – to include Air 

Quality 

• People: All personnel are reported as safe and accounted for in all Districts. 82 employees have been 

displaced. 11 employees have lost their home.  

 

 
 

• Property: 8 offices are closed. Altadena PO 91001, level 21 has burned down. 

• Product: Some delivery impacts due to evacuation orders / closed roads will be reported in DCV/OIR.
